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Assistive hearing. 
· All cinemas, theatres and auditoriums and all places that have sound amplification provided, assistive listen devises are required. 
· When the major form of communication in the presentation or performance is verbal eg. drama, comedy, meeting or forum, a hearing induction loop or other assistive communication  technology is required . It depends  on the venue and the type of presentation to what is equipment is appropriate. 

Tips Ask the venue hire what sound systems are available.

· Temporary assistive devises are available through rural access and deaf access.
· Set out the venue so all can see the presentation or presenter.

 Signage

· *The international symbol hearing sign must indicate when a hearing induction loop is available and information about where it is situated is essential. 
· Visual signage used where ever possible for directions, activities, instructions.  
Tip  signage available through deafaccess.
Captioning.  
· When verbal communication is essential to the gaining of information through visual and audio/ visual performances such as film, video or TV shows then captioning is required. 
Auslan interpreters 
· Interpreters are need to be provided when requested or when  you know people who are Deaf may be attending

Tip Adequate time needs to be given in informing the deaf person of the event and the attendee need to give adequate time in RSVP so a interpreter can be booked .
 Noise levels 
· background noise must be kept to a minimum so effective listening can take place.

Tip when choosing a venue visit the venue at the time of your booking and consider the outside and inside noise levels. deafaccess can assist.
